« Jco's dimmable lamps canowork with most of leading edge (TRIAC) and tralling edge dimmers; howewer 100% cormpatibllity connot be
guaranteed due to the vailety and quality of dinnmers in the market. Some of the cormpotibility lssues may include audible naoise, flickering and
Righer ight outputwhen the dimmer is setata certain lewvel.
o Moxdrnurn fotal LED larmps power should notexceed 20% of dimmer's maxirmurm rated poweer,
s Forinstonce, if a dimmer's masxdrmun rated powwer is 400 Wats, the recommendsd raxinmum LED lamp load power should be under 120 Watfs,
s [f the dirnmer & setat alower than 10% levelwhen the bulb is turmed on, it possible 1o hove no light emission at all. In this case, plecse ure the
dirmmer to 10C5% and tum the bull on again.
+ The fime it fakes fo tum on the light moy wvary with different kinds of dimmer switch.
+ Sormetimes the lamp may fail to dirn whe nworking with the followding kinds of dimmers.

« When dimming, the brightness of the lamp will be offected by the variation of power supply and bulb fypes.
« When the dirmmeris tuned at the lowest level, a moment of brightness might occur after the poweer is fumed on.
« When the dimmer iz tuned at the lowest level, dinmming or flickering might occurwhen o high-power consumption device such as hair dryer or
cir condifioner iz used due fo power and curent fluctuation.

Solution to Abnormal Dimmable Bulbs
+ Plecse ensure the dimmer is operated on an independent AC line, not connecting fo other electicd appliances or devices. If high-power
corsumpiion devices such s freezers, air condifioners, washing rmachines and halr dryers are connected to the same AC line with the dimrmer,
abrornal ight emission is likely to occur,
« YWhen abnormnad light occurs when a dimmer i connected fo only one LED bulb, plecse try the combination of rmore than tevo LED bulbs. The
opfimal combination is o connect one dimmer 1o the quantity of LED bulbs adding up o owver 35 watts. This is due 1o the minimum power
carsumpiion of a dinnmer.
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
